

The trip to Nicaragua is planned for October 20 - 27.  We will fly into Managua and be staying and working with Jubilee House Community.  JHC works on projects involving sustainable development and health care, primarily. The details of what we will actually be doing are not finalized. On past trips we have installed a roof, wired a building, formed and poured concrete, laid tile, painted, installed a suspended ceiling, etc.  This is a work trip, but there will be enough variety of tasks to accommodate all skill levels.

The cost is expected to be $1,200.  If you need financial assistance, either scholarship money or sponsorship funds from a small group can usually be found to offset at least a third of the cost.

We stay in the bunk-house on the JHC property which is communal. All our meals are prepared by local cooks at the compound.

The weather will be hot and dry. Usually 75 -95 degrees.

We will work 5 days, travel 2 days getting there and back, and have one "play" / tourist day.

A good first step would be to get a copy of the "participant’s manual" from Trish Snead. It answers many questions about MPPC trips in general.
