A good Faith statement will have most of the above components. Here are some other things to keep in mind:  

Your faith statement should:

· Be typed and in paragraph form

· Use the words "I" and "me" instead of "us" or "we"

· God is a proper name, capitalize it

· You don't need to end with Amen unless you have written a prayer

· Use Jesus in present tense. Jesus is alive and part of your life right now

· Try not to tell stories tell what you believe

· It is good to quote scripture but a little goes a long way
